Vandenbroucke, a professor of theater
arts and department chair at the
University of Louisville in Kentucky,
USA, decided to apply for Rotary's
peace and conflict studies certificate
program &Chulalongkorn University
while he was cdeaching a course on
war and conscience in the spring of
2006. In putting together a list of
resources for his students, he came upon
materials for the program. "I thght,

my students do not qualify, but I think |
do," he recalls. With the support of his
dean and the university, he took a
sabbatical to attend in 2007.

One defining moment during the
program occurred as he visited a refugee
camp near the border of Myanneard
Thailand. "Our presence among the
48,000 refugees made a big impact on
them," he remembers. "When the
refugees spotted the diversity of our
group, they said, 'The world knows we
are here; the world is paying attention to
us.'
